After spending 14 hours in a bus which sincerely was a bit uncomfortable, we finally arrived to Antwerp. Antwerp is a really beautiful city, which I cannot really say about our accommodation, but in the end it didn’t really matter. 
The first evening each delegation was supposed to present their country. First of all there was Euromarket, in which you can offer the others typical food or beer and show photos, but you don’t really tell them anything, because that’s the purpose of the second part, the presentation itself. For us there were no limitations for the presentation except for time, so you could do a quiz, or a little sketch, or you could just stand there and talk about anything, even cows. Some of the presentations were really interesting on the other hand some of them were quite boring. 
The next day the hard work started. But before it started you had got to play some great ice-breaking games. Purpose of these games is to embarrass yourself enough so you wouldn’t be ashamed to say your opinion out loud. But it wasn’t so bad.
Before you go to EEYP everybody who has already been there tells you how tiring it’s going to be, and how much coffee you will have to drink to survive, but you don’t really believe them until the moment you helplessly sit in the room trying to think and discovering your mind is just blank. It really is hard, and what surprised me even more is how exhausting is to talk in English all the time. The work itself is quite amazing though. Because everybody is giving examples based on what’s happening in their country. So you learn a lot just listening to others. 
Another great part of the work is debating. I had the best debate in my life on the subject of reconstitution of slavery. It’s totally different to any debating you do at home, because the people are different and so is their way of presenting and defending their opinion. 
After you have your resolution done, you can do a speech. Not everybody gets to do it, chairs always choose the people. You can do either supporting, opening, attacking or closing speech. In my modest opinion I think that attacking speech is the best option, and not just because I did one. 
When everything is done and written down, including the speeches, the General Assembly comes. It lasts for two days and debating, attacking, defending and mainly a lot of speaking is involved. Here is also decided if your resolution passes or not. For example my resolution didn’t pass, but I was so happy with how well my speech had gone, that it didn’t really affected the feeling of doing a great work, because no matter if your resolution passes or not, it’s probably great anyway.
The things I have spoken of are the official side of EEYP, but the main advantage of going to EEYP is how it can change you and your views. You meet a lot of people, and you make a lot of friends, and you may never get over missing some of the people, but the whole week spent in their presence is worth it. Plus you can always go visit them. Another thing you may find out is that there’s no point for considering an office work as boring, because it’s really about the people you are working with, and if they are great, everything is great. And if you are thinking about going to study abroad, EEYP is something you really ought to go through, because you see that you are as good as anybody else and you can also get some useful information about universities in different countries. 
EEYP is something that has unique impact on each person who experiences it, but I am 99% sure, that the impact will be positive and I’m 100% sure you will never forget it.
